President Wick asked if there were any public comments.  Ms. Charlie Brewer discussed a property in Schulenburg, FCAD # 44507, that she submitted a bid to the FCAD for.  Ms. Brewer advised the board that she would like to fix the house up.  She stated that the house is in bad shape and will take a lot to fix it up, that is why her bid for that property was a low.  The property is located at 915 Bohlman.  

Minutes from the May 2, 2016 board of directors meeting were presented.  Two corrections were noted that needed to be made to the minutes. · Fayette County is under no drought conditions at this time.
· As of May 31, rainfall averages of 12.22 inches had fallen over the county.  The gauge at Carmine collected the most rain with 17.78 inches, while the gauge at Muldoon collected the least with 7.47 inches.  
5. Update Legislature and News Articles 

· A new well field near the Fayette County/Caldwell County border is causing concerns of water grabbing.
· A proposed permit for land application of municipal sewage sludge on the Banks Ranch in Ellinger.

2. 44507. 916 Bohlman, Schulenburg located in the Fayette County, Schulenburg ISD, and Fayette County GCD jurisdictions, from P.N. Brewer in the amount of $500.00.

Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to deny the bid from Ms. Brewer for property 44507.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  Mr. Leer abstained.
3. 28859 and 28860. Clear Lake Pines, Sec. 2, Lot 133&134 located in the Fayette County, La Grange ISD, and Fayette County GCD jurisdictions, from Charles W. Davis in the amount of $2000.00.

Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to accept the bid from Mr. Davis for property 28859 and 28860.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  Mrs. Rodibaugh, Mr. Hays, and Mr. Wick voting aye.  Mr. Hayek voting nay. Mr. Leer abstained.

4. 29080 and 29079. Clear Lake Pines, Sec. 3, Lt. 417 & Lt. 416 located in the Fayette County, La Grange ISD, and Fayette County GCD jurisdictions, from Charles W. Davis in the amount of $1200.00.

Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to deny the bid from Mr. Davis for property 29080 and 29079.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  Mr. Leer abstained
