MINUTES

Of the August 3, 2015
Board of Directors Meeting

The meeting was called to order by President Wick at 8:30 a.m., on August 3, 2015, at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104 located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  
President Wick asked if there were any public comments.  There were none. 
Minutes from the July 13, 2015 board of directors meeting were presented.  Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to accept the minutes of the board of directors meeting as presented.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

The July0 2015 financial statements and outstanding bills were presented by Mrs. Denton.  Mr. Hayek made the motion to approve the financial statements and pay the outstanding bills.  Mrs. Rodibaugh seconded the motion and it was approved.

The board considered action on the proposed 2015-2016 fiscal year budget.  Mr. Van Dresar discussed the proposed 2015-2016 fiscal budget totaling $409,415.00. Mr. Van Dresar explained that the budget includes the final year of the Countywide Sampling project totaling $139,000.00.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Leer made the motion to approve the budget as presented.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

The board considered action on a Notice of Intent to Drill a Test Hole from the City of Fayetteville.  Mr. Van Dresar stated that the Notice of Intent is for a backup water well that will be on the same site as the existing water well.  After discussion, Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to approve the Notice of Intent to Drill a Test Hole for the City of Fayetteville.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

General Business

1. Update on GMA 12 and GMA 15  

· On July 15, Mr. Wick, Mrs. Rodibaugh and I attended the GMA 15 meeting held in Victoria.
· The meeting was quite long as INTERA made a presentation on the tables generated from the baseline and high-flow scenarios requested by the member districts.  A baseline, with the addition of 50 percent decreased recharge, was also run and presented.
· The Texas Water Development Board made a presentation on the updates that are being done to the Central Gulf Coast GAM.
· DBS&A has finished its review of the management plans of GMA 15 and have prepared a final report.
i. Mr. Kirby gave a presentation on the findings.
2. Update on Countywide Water Sampling Project 

· A total of 10 samples were collected on July 28.
· We are planning another round of sampling August 4, August 11, and August 18.
3. Update on Permit Approval 
· One permit was granted by the General Manager during the month of July.
i. P-2015-007, Sanchez Oil and Gas, to aggregate an existing well with permit P-2015-006.  No increase in production was requested for this aggregation.
4. Drought Conditions 

· Nothing new to report at the time of this writing.
5. Update Legislature and News Articles 

Mr. Van Dresar updated the Board on the District Goals and Management Objectives and upcoming meetings and seminars were presented. 
The board considered action on 2 bid received for FCAD unsold properties, being:

1. 29079.  Clear Lake Pines, Sec. 4 Lot 416, located in the Fayette County, La Grange ISD, and Fayette County GCD jurisdictions, from Mary Braxton in the amount of $1000.00.
2. 28876.  Clear Lake Pines, Sec. 2 Lot 152, located in the Fayette County, La Grange ISD, and Fayette County GCD jurisdictions, from Mary Braxton in the amount of $500.00.

Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to accept both bids from Mrs. Davis.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved with three ayes from Mr. Wick, Mr. Hays, and Mrs. Rodibaugh.  One nay vote from Mr. Hayek.  Mr. Leer abstained. 
The board considered action on 2 Applications for Exception to the District rules being:

1. Gerald Berger, requesting an exception to Rule 7.1 (a) Required Spacing.  The application requests an exception to the 50 foot minimum setback from adjacent property lines.  Mr. Van Dresar informed the board that he made a site visit to Mr. Berger’s property regarding the application.  Mr. Van Dresar stated that Mr. Berger had no choice but to request the exception to the District Rules as there is no place on the property to complete a water well that would be over the required 50 foot setback.  

After discussion, Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to grant the exception.  Mr. Leer seconded the motion and the motion was approved.
2.  City of Fayetteville, Texas, requesting and exception to Rule 7.1 (a) Required Spacing from Property Line and Rule 7.1 (b) Well Spacing between water wells.  The City of Fayetteville is proposing to complete Water Well No. 3 on the existing City owned property as a backup well to the existing Water Well No. 2.  The placement of the water well on the property requires it to be closer to the property line than required by the District Rules.  This placement will also position the proposed water well closer to the existing well than is required by the District Rules.  The City states in the application, that the backup water well and the existing water well will not operate at the same time.  Additionally, ground storage and other infrastructure is already existing on the property causing the City to place the proposed well at the same site.  

After a brief discussion, Mr. Leer made the motion to grant the exception.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and the motion was approved.
Items were identified for the next meeting’s agenda.  The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, September 14, 2015 in Room 104 of the Fayette County Agricultural Building located at 255 Svoboda Lane, La Grange, Texas 78945.

There being no further business, Mr. Hays made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mrs. Rodibaugh seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  President Wick adjourned the meeting at 10:15 a.m.
