The meeting was called to order by President Wick at 9:30 a.m. on June 3, 2019, at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104 located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  
President Wick asked if there were any public comments. 
Minutes from the May 6, 2019 board of directors meeting were presented.  Mr. Hayek made the motion to approve the minutes of the board of directors meeting as presented.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved.
The May 2019 financial statements and outstanding bills were presented by Ms. Pyle.  Mr. Hays made the motion to approve the financial statements and pay the outstanding bills.  Mr. Leer seconded the motion and it was approved.
The board held a workshop for the proposed Fiscal Year 2019-2020 budget.  Mr. Van Dresar and Ms. Pyle presented the proposed budget and explained changes being made from the 2018-2019 budget.  Notable changes include: an increase in the Hydrologist line item from $45,000 to $60,000, to cover DFC planning and on-call services, and the inclusion of a capitol project for static monitoring wells totaling approximately $100,000.  Mr. Leer asked staff to survey surrounding districts and the county to see if a cost of living increase is needed for the proposed budget.  After a brief discussion, the workshop was concluded.

Mr. Van Dresar presented the District Manager’s report to the board:  
Complaints:

No complaints were received during the month of May.

Meetings and Public Education:

On May 17, a meeting of the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) and 9 GCD’s was held in Austin.  The meeting focused on what the EPA and TCEQ were doing regarding Coal Combustion Residual (CCR) issues at the 17 coal fired power plants in Texas.  Representatives from TCEQ stated that the Federal and State were developing the necessary changes to regulations regarding CCR’s and that they were already in communication with all of the affected power plants.

General Business

1. Update on GMA 12 and GMA 15 

· On May 30, a meeting of GMA 12 was held in Milano.  

i. Member GCD’s discussed their monitoring programs and compliance with DFC’s

ii. The main focus of the meeting was to give guidance to the consultants regarding pumping scenarios to use in the preliminary GAM runs for this planning cycle.  

1. Six scenarios will be run including maximum permitted production, a slow ramping to the maximum production over the planning period, and a percentage increase of the ramping scenario over the planning period.  Each scenario will include a reduced recharge scenario and a drought scenario.

2. Update on Permit Approval 

· One permit applications was approved by the General Manager in the month of May.
i. P-2019-004 to Lonestar Operating, LLC for 49.1 acre feet/year
· One permit amendment was approved by the General Manager in the month of May.
i. P-2019-004 to Lonestar Operating, LLC for a 10% increase in production.
3. Drought Conditions 

· As of May 28, most of Fayette County is under no drought conditions.
· Rainfall averaged 6.88 inches total.  The gauge at La Grange collected the most with 8.69 inches and the gauge at Carmine collected the least with 4.95 inches.
4. Update Legislature and News Articles 

· The Legislative Session ended in May.  Several groundwater bills were passed, though none were of major significance to the FCGCD.
5. Unsold Properties Update 
· No unsold properties was processed in the month of May.
Mr.  Van Dresar updated the Board on the District Goals and Management Objectives and upcoming meetings and seminars were presented. 

Items were identified for the next meeting’s agenda.   Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to schedule the next meeting for Monday, July 8, 2019 in Room 104 of the Fayette County Agricultural Building located at 255 Svoboda Lane, La Grange, Texas 78945.
