The meeting was called to order by President Wick at 8:33 a.m. on March 9, 2015, at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104 located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  
President Wick asked if there were any public comments.  There were none. 
Minutes from the February 2, 2015 board of directors meeting were presented.  Mr. Leer made the motion to accept the minutes of the board of directors meeting as presented.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  
The February 2015 financial statements and outstanding bills were presented by Mrs. Denton.  Mrs. Denton also discussed the money that has been paid out to Daniel B. Stephens & Associates for the sampling project, as requested by Mr. Hayek.  Mr. Leer made the motion to approve the financial statements and pay the outstanding bills.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and it was approved.

Meetings and Public Education:

On February 21, the district had an exhibitor booth at the ICA meeting held in La Grange.  The downhole camera was displayed and information regarding participation in the Countywide Sampling Project was made available.  The booth was well attended and several questions were asked about the camera system.

General Business

1. Update on GMA 12 meeting

· On February 26, Mr. Wick, Wendi Denton, and Andy Donnelly attended the GMA 12 meeting in Milano.  
· Attendees were updated on the ongoing efforts of the contract consultants regarding evaluations and studies of the Preliminary Groundwater Modeling Results being used for the GMA desired future conditions (DFC) process.
· Comments were received regarding demands and DFC options. 
· Member district reports regarding joint planning, monitoring, and Chapter 36 compliance were received.
2. Update on Countywide Water Sampling Project 

· A total of 24 samples were collected during the month of February.  
· The next sampling dates are set March 11-12, with 16 wells on the schedule.
3. Update on Permit Approval

· No permit applications were received during the month of February.
4. Drought Conditions 

· As of March 3, the U.S. Drought Monitor indicates that drought conditions in Fayette County are split 50%/50% between D1 (Moderate Drought) conditions in the southeast and central sections of the county and D0 (Abnormally Dry) conditions in the northern and southwestern areas. This is a very similar pattern to my last report.
· February’s average rainfall accumulation in Fayette County was only 0.70 inches. (see attachment)
· The rain gauge at located at Buckner’s Creek Near Muldoon indicated the highest accumulation with just 0.82 inches for the period February 1 through February 28.
· The gauge at Carmine registered 0.56 inches of rain, the least accumulation for the period.
· The U.S. Drought Monitor map for Texas is attached for your review.
5. Update Legislature and News Articles 
· The attached handout indicates that the Texas Alliance of Groundwater Districts is neutral on a majority of the bills that have been filed during this legislative session.
· Mrs. Norman reviewed bills that were of specific interest to the GCDs.

· Mr. Hayek discussed the permit hearing to be held on April 9, 2015 regarding the renewal of the LCRA’s discharge permit at the Fayette Power Plant.
Mr. Van Dresar updated the Board on the District Goals and Management Objectives and upcoming meetings and seminars were presented. 
The board considered action on 3 bids received for FCAD unsold properties, being:

1. 57807. A155 1.00 Acres, vacant, Cummings W., located in the Fayette County, Flatonia ISD, and Fayette County GCD jurisdictions, from Chris Hall in the amount of $1,300.00. 
Mr. Hayek made the motion to deny the bid.  Mrs. Rodibaugh seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  Mr. Leer abstained
