1. Update on GMA 12 and GMA 15 (see attachment)

· On April 15, GMA 12 held a meeting in Milano.  Mr. Wick, Monique, Andy, and I attended.
· Proposed DFCs for GMA 12 were approved by the member districts.
· Notice for public comments was posted regarding the GMA 12 DFCs on April 19.
· The public will have 90 days to submit comments to the district regarding the proposed DFCs.
· A public hearing will be held on July 11, to received public comments as well.
· On April 29, GMA 15 held a meeting in Victoria.  A summary of the meeting will be given at the June board of directors meeting.
2. Update on Countywide Water Sampling Project 

· One sampling event was conducted during the month of April.
· A total of 9 samples were collected.

3. Update on Permit Approval

5. Update Legislature and News Articles 

Mr.  Van Dresar updated the Board on the District Goals and Management Objectives and upcoming meetings and seminars were presented. 
The board considered action on 6 bids received for FCAD unsold properties, being:

1. 27971. GAR-ZAP (407) BLK L .5 21,780 SFT, NO BLDGS OR MH located in the Fayette County, Flatonia ISD, and Fayette County GCD jurisdictions, from Eric Herm in the amount of $360.00.
Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to deny the bid from Mr. Herm for property 27971.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  Mr. Leer abstained.

2. 57807. 1.00 acre, more or less, out of the Wiley Cummings Survey, Abstract 155, Fayette County, Texas and being that property located more particularly in a Deed recorded in Volume 1213, Page 329, et seq of the Official Records of Fayette County, Texas, located in the Fayette County, Flatonia ISD, and Fayette County GCD jurisdictions, from Derek Dylan Scott in the amount of $300.00.

Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to deny the bid from Mr. Scott for property 57807.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  Mr. Leer abstained.

After review of the remaining 4 bids for unsold property and discussion, Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to reject all bids until more information was obtained for the appraisal district regarding previously accepted bids.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and the motion was approved.
