The meeting was called to order by President Wick at 9:30 a.m. on May 6, 2019, at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104 located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  
President Wick asked if there were any public comments. 
Minutes from the April 1, 2019 board of directors meeting were presented.  Mr. Hayek made the motion to approve the minutes of the board of directors meeting as presented.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved.
The April 2019 financial statements and outstanding bills were presented by Ms. Pyle.  Mr. Hays made the motion to approve the financial statements and pay the outstanding bills with corrections.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and it was approved.
 Mr. Van Dresar and Mr. Kirby gave a presentation on a proposed project to install static monitoring equipment in used oil field supply wells.  Mr. Van Dresar stated that there is a need to obtain consistent static water levels of the aquifers that can enhance the existing water levels being obtained through volunteer wells.  Mr. Kirby discussed the sonic level monitoring equipment and what was potentially needed to install each unit.  Mr. Hayek asked how many wells were being looked at.  Mr. Van Dresar stated that a network of 30 wells was being evaluated and that the evaluation process was still ongoing.  The board asked about warranties on the units.  Mr. Van Dresar and Mr. Kirby will research the answer to this question.  Mr. Van Dresar advised the board that projected costs for the project will be developed and included in the upcoming budget workshops in June and July.

· LRE presented the first planning draft of calculated water levels based on production data received from the member GCDs.
· Additional conversations will occur with the member GCDs over the coming months to reassess needs and firm up production figures.
2. Update on Permit Approval 

· No permit applications were received in the month of April.
3. Drought Conditions 

· As of April 30, most of Fayette County is under no drought conditions.
· Rainfall averaged 5.40 inches total.  The gauge at Lake Fayette collected the most with 6.52 inches and the gauge at the Colorado River above La Grange collected the least with 3.34 inches.
4. Update Legislature and News Articles 

· We are closely following the progress on all bills related to groundwater.  Mrs. Norman discussed specific bills being watched.
5. Unsold Properties Update 
· No unsold properties was processed in the month of April.
Mr.  Van Dresar updated the Board on the District Goals and Management Objectives and upcoming meetings and seminars were presented.
