The meeting was called to order by President Wick at 8:53 a.m., on July 11, 2016, immediately following the public hearing, at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104 located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  
President Wick asked if there were any public comments.  There were none.

Minutes from the June 6, 2016 board of directors meeting were presented.  Mr. Hays made the motion to accept the minutes as presented.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

The June 2016 financial statements and outstanding bills were presented by Mr. Van Dresar.  Mr. Leer made the motion to approve the financial statements and pay the outstanding bills with corrections.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and it was approved.  
The board of directors conducted a workshop to discuss the fiscal year 2016-2017 budget.  Items covered included the general budget and a presentation by Mr. Van Dresar and Mr. Kirby on proposed capital projects.  Mrs. Rodibaugh suggested adding $100,000 to the budget for capital projects.  The board went into a brief executive session to discuss employee raises.  Upon reconvening, Mr. Leer asked to have 5% added to staff pay and 10% for attorney’s fees.  No actions were taken by the board as this was a workshop.

· As of June 30, rainfall averages of 4.12 inches had fallen over the county.  The gauge at Muldoon collected the most rain with 6.15 inches, while the gauge at Lake Fayette collected the least with 1.93 inches.
