Additionally, the well driller received the Notice of Violation on November 19 and has paid the fine.  Mr. Van Dresar added that the district office had received no word from the well owner regarding the Notice of Violation to date.  The board to no action on the matter.

The board considered action on a contract with Trlicek and Co., P.C. for the FY2015-2016 financial audit.  Ms. Pyle presented the contract to the board and stated that there were no changes from last year’s contract.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Leer made the motion to accept and approve the contract.
